Bible Study

We continue our study of the Book of Genesis
this Wednesday, January 21. This week
we will be looking at the stories of Isaac, Chapters 21 — 25.
Please read these chapters prior to the class. We will meet in
the Ministry Center Library at 7:30 p.m. Please bring your Bible.

Samuel, in our first
reading is an important
figure in the history of
Israel. He is a person of
transition, living at a time
when Israel would be
going through a big
change in its political
systems. After the Exodus,
Israel was a federation of
loosely related tribes. Each
tribe had its own leadership and laws. As powerful outside
nations, such as Assyria, Egypt and Babylon would frequently
attack these tribes, some charismatic leaders would arise from
time to time to pull the tribes together and stand against
invading armies. These leaders were called judges and ruled
during times of distress, but when times returned to peace, the
individual tribes again asserted their individuality.

Samuel, who was just a boy in the story we hear today, grew
up to become one of these judges. He was the last of the
Israelite judges, and was to become the first of its prophets.
Because the surrounding powerful nations were ruled by kings,
the tribes of Israel decided that they also wanted a king.
Samuel, as an adult, and a prophet called by God, knew that
this was not a good idea. Kings may bring power, but they also
bring slavery, taxation and other burdens upon the people.
Samuel believed that the tribes of Israel should acknowledge
God alone as their king, and not look to humans to rule them.
Pressure from the tribes was great, however, and eventually
Samuel would anoint the first king of Israel, Saul. After Saul
was killed in battle, David was anointed king, again by Samuel.

The role of prophets in ancient Israel was to advise the king.

WONDERING WHY

Israel had court appointed prophets who basically told the king
whatever he wanted to hear. These were known as false
prophets. Other prophets were especially called by God to keep
the king faithful to the Law of God. The belief was that as long
as lIsrael was faithful to the Covenant that God had given to
Moses, God would protect them from harm; but if they were to
disobey the covenant, especially by idolatry, or by oppression of
the poor, they would lose God's favor and eventually lose their
land. These prophets were not always popular at court because
they frequently corrected the king and pointed out his infidelity
to God's covenant. They were persecuted and often murdered.

As Samuel was the first of the prophets, in our Gospel story we
hear about the last prophet. John the Baptist was especially
chosen by God before he was born. He is the one who is called
to announce the coming of the Messiah to Israel. It is John who
first recognizes Jesus as the Messiah, and points him out as the
Lamb of God, referring to the sacrificial Passover lamb. As a
prophet, John knew through the grace of God who Jesus was,
and that Jesus was the true king, but one who would rule as
servant, giving everything, even the sacrifice of his own life for
his people.

We might not all be called to be prophets in the sense that
Samuel and John were; but we are all called to be faithful
disciples of Jesus. When two of the earliest disciples hear John
identify Jesus as the Lamb of God, they go to Jesus and ask
where he was staying. He says to them “Come and see.” It is
an invitation, an invitation to follow him not only to where he
was spending the night, but to follow him for life. God also calls
our names and invites us to come and see, and to live with him
forever.
