In today’s Gospel, the people were astounded by Jesus because
he taught with authority. They were used to the teaching of the
Scribes and Pharisees who would argue about scriptural points,
expressing many points of view, and did not speak
authoritatively, but rather as those trying to discern the truth.

At the end of his ministry, Jesus confers upon his disciples the
authority to teach as he taught. In Matthew's Gospel we find
this commission quoted as, “Go and teach all nations, baptizing
them in the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit.” Jesus empowers his followers to take over his
mission. He gives to them the authority with which he teaches.

Throughout the centuries, the Church has continued to rely on
the authoritative teaching of Jesus, as it has come down to us
from those first Apostles. As the original Apostles aged, they
appointed others to take their places as overseers of the Church
communities. When doing so, they conferred upon the newly
elected leaders the authority which they had been given. This
was symbolized by the laying on of hands, which is still a part of
the ordination rite of the sacrament of Holy Orders. These
guardians and leaders of the faith communities were called in
opiskopos, a Greek word which means bishop. The Church has
continued the Apostolic tradition, the handing on of our beliefs,
through the line of Bishops in the Church. Every bishop is
ordained by at least three other bishops, who were ordained by
other bishops, and they by others, reaching back through the
centuries to the apostles, and from them to Jesus. This
apostolic line carries with it the commission of Jesus to govern
the Church, to teach the Church, and to sanctify the Church.

Bishops are the leaders of a diocese, a collection of parishes in
a certain geographical area. They govern by making decisions
that effect their diocese, determining when and where new
parishes are to be established, establishing liturgical practices,
and handling the many problems that can face today’s Church.

WONDERING WHY

Bishops teach through Episcopal letters to their people, through
preaching, sometimes through newspaper articles, and through
the actions of their daily lives. The Church is sanctified by a
bishop’s celebration of the sacraments with the people and his
prayer for the people of his diocese.

The fullness of priesthood is vested in the bishop. Priests and
deacons share in this priesthood under the direction and at the
discretion of the bishop. A bishop can preside at all of our
Catholic sacraments, but two of the seven sacraments of the
Church are ordinarily reserved to the ministry of bishops: Holy
Orders and Confirmation. A bishop can delegate the faculty to
confirm to a priest in certain circumstances.

When a diocese needs a bishop, either as the primary, or
ordinary, bishop, or as an auxiliary, the names of men who
have shown outstanding qualities of leadership and service to
the Church are submitted to Rome. Along with their names are
extensive dossiers that include their education, work history,
personal lives and abilities. The Holy Father himself makes the
decision as to which of these potential candidates should be
called by the Church to be an overseer, a bishop. When this
decision has been made, which often takes a year or more, the
nation’s Papal Nuncio, or ambassador from the Vatican, and the
current bishop of the diocese is notified. They then
communicate the call to the elected candidate, who has the
right to accept or refuse the office.

Recently, the Holy Father selected and named a new bishop for
our Diocese of Orange, Bishop-elect Cirilo Flores, who has been
pastor of St. Anne’s in Santa Ana for eight years, and more
recently pastor of St. Norbert. We rejoice with him as he nears
his ordination and becomes one of the newest members in the
apostolic succession, fully accepting the call of Jesus to carry on
his mission, to govern, to sanctify, and to teach with authority.
