We conclude our study of the Book of Genesis \m
this Wednesday, February 18.

we will be looking at the stories of Cain and
Able, Noah, and the Tower of Babel found in Chapters 4 — 11 of
Genesis.

In the first half of the Gospel of Mark, we
hear many stories of Jesus’ healing
miracles. The healing Jesus brings has
many dimensions, not only is the person’s
body healed, but also their mind and spirit
and their relationship to their community.
In last Sunday’s gospel, after Peter's
mother-in-law was healed, she got up and
began to serve. In today's reading, the
leper is instructed to go show himself to the religious authorities
to be declared clean of his disease so that he might return to his
place is society. Healing encompasses the whole person and their
relationships with other people.

The Church continues the ministry of Jesus through the
sacraments, in which we encounter the presence of the living,
resurrected Christ. The Church celebrates two sacraments of
healing to minister to the illnesses of the body, and the illnesses
of the spirit. These are the sacraments of the Anointing of the
Sick, and of Reconciliation or Penance.

The sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick has ancient roots.
Throughout the Old Testament, oil is used for strengthening and
healing. In the New Testament parable of the Good Samaritan,
the injured man’s wounds are treated with oil. The Letter of St.
James states that “if anyone among you is ill, he should call the
presbyters of the Church, and they should pray over him and
anoint him with oil in the name of the Lord, and the prayer of
faith will save the sick person, and the Lord will raise him up. If
he has committed any sins, he will be forgiven.” (James 5:14-15)
We can see from this letter, that this healing rite was practiced in
the Christian communities from the earliest days of the Church.

During the early Middle Ages, when many people were dying of
the plague, the understanding of this sacred anointing began to
shift. Rather than being considered a sacrament of healing, it was

WONDERING WHY

considered a final preparation for death. It was believed that this
anointing could be received only one time. Even the name
changed to “Extreme Unction” or the final anointing. People
would wait until a loved one was very near death, perhaps even
unconscious, before calling the priest for this important
sacrament. The original intention, of restoring health and peace
to both body and soul was almost overlooked.

The Second Vatican Council refocused our attention to this
sacrament, returning to its original name of the “anointing of the
sick”, and its original intentions. This sacrament should not be
delayed until a person is near death, but rather administered
whenever a serious illness is present. A serious or persistent
health condition, a serious emotional or mental illness, or pending
surgery may all be good reasons for the anointing. Elderly people
may be anointed periodically simply due to their age and the
inescapable fact that their bodies are growing frailer. The
sacrament is one of hope, both for the recovery of the person, if
that is God’'s will, and for peace of mind and strength for the
person to deal with the reality of his or her illness. We also
believe, as the letter of St. James states that through this
anointing, sin is forgiven. This is why the Anointing of the Sick is
a sacrament reserved to the ministry of priests and bishops.

The anointing is communal in nature, due to the intention that
the whole Church prays for this person, but it may be
administered during liturgy or privately. The sacrament may be
received several times during the life of an individual.

The anointing with the blessed oil is a reminder to the sick
person that the Church cares about them and is praying for
them. It is a comforting touch that speaks of the gentleness of
Christ’s healing presence, and that brings the forgiveness of sin,
that the person may live in peace and in trust even in a difficult
time, knowing that he or she is not alone, but comforted by the
Church and held in the healing hands of the Lord.
