We will begin on Wednesday,
March 4, and continue the reading and discussion .

In his book, Pope Benedict presents a
simple introduction to twenty-six early theologians who helped
to shape Christian faith. This book is easy to read and
comprehend, but offers many layers of depth for thought and
discussion. In our first meeting we be introduced to the thought
and writings of Sts. Clement of Rome, Ignatius of Antioch,
Justin, Irenaeus of Lyons, Clement of Alexandria and Origen of
Alexandria.

Praying with Scripture
Join us for an hour of reflection and meditation
on the Lenten Scripture readings on Tuesday,
March 3. This hour of prayer time led by Sr.
Breda Christopher and Kathy Ryan utilizes varying prayer forms
each week. It is a time to meet with others in quiet and peace
away from the busyness and noise of the world. We meet in the
Blessed Sacrament Chapel at 7:30 p.m.

On Wednesday, Catholics around the world began the Lenten
Season with a celebration of Mass and a symbolic marking of
ashes in the form of a cross on their foreheads. Ashes are an
ancient sign of repentance for sin used by the Jewish people in
ancient worship and Christians throughout the history of the
Church. Lent is a time of preparation and of participation in the
Paschal Mystery—the life, suffering, death and resurrection of
Christ.

The word Lent comes from an Anglo-Saxon word /enctentide
which means a “lengthening of days” since the season moves
from winter to springtime. We begin to notice more sunlight
hours and nature begins to awake from its winter sleep. Lent is
a time for reflection and waking up from complacency, apathy
and sinful behaviors in our lives. It is a time to become
refreshed and begin the process of growth and new life,
mirroring what is happening in the natural world.

In the early Church, Lent was the time of immediate
preparation for Baptism for new Christians. Initially, it was only
a few days, later becoming a week of intense prayer, penance
and preparation. In the fourth century, the period of forty days
was established, to recall the forty-day period that Jesus spent
in the desert. The number forty is a sacred number used in
Scripture symbolically to indicate a period of preparation for an
encounter with God. We might remember the forty days and
nights of rain before Noah's Ark comes to rest and God enters
into a covenant with his family. Moses and Aaron led the
Israelites through the desert for forty years before coming to

the Promised Land which God had promised in his covenant to
them, Moses also spends forty days on Mt. Sinai before God
gives him the Ten Commandments, and Elijah traveled for forty
days in the desert before encountering God on Mt. Horeb. In
many Scriptural stories, forty days, or forty years culminate in
an encounter with God and a new meaning given to life.

In the Middle Ages, Lent took on a primarily penitential tone, as
people were called to repentance, and the earlier connection to
Baptism was not as stressed. Today, as we recall both
meanings we reflect upon what exists in our lives that keeps us
from fully living our baptismal covenant. Traditionally, people
take upon themselves a form of penance, or give up something
for Lent. This year instead of giving up chocolate, coffee,
television or some other personal comfort, perhaps we could
think about giving up an attitude or behavior that is standing in
the way of living fully in Christ. Perhaps this Lent is the time to
put aside a habit of negativity, of criticism, of prejudice, of
arrogance or of procrastination and instead adopt positive
attitudes of acceptance, humility and responsibility. If we can
practice our Lenten virtues for the six weeks of Lent, they may
become a permanent part of our spiritual life and help us to be
more Christ-like in our love of others.

During Lent, we reflect upon our lives, make changes where
necessary, look for ways to grow in our relationships to God and
one another all in preparation for the celebration of renewing
and living more deeply our Baptismal covenant which we will
renew and proclaim once more on Easter Sunday.
