On Thursday, March 12 our Elect and 
Recognized will be preparing for the First Scrutiny 
which will take place at the 10:30 Mass on March 
15. The Scrutinies are rites which symbolize the 

soul searching that those about to be baptized are asked to 
undertake before approaching the sacraments. The First Scrutiny 
focuses on the story in John’s Gospel of the Woman at the Well. 
The Elect and Recognized will reflect on when in the events of 
their own lives they have encountered Christ, what thirsts they 
have, and how Jesus has ministered to them.

WONDERING WHY 
The first two Sundays of Lent always tell of the temptation of 
Christ and the Transfiguration. The synoptic gospels, Matthew, 
Mark and Luke contain both these stories in various forms.  The 
Gospel of John does not include either story. John writes about 
Jesus from the perspective of a high Christology. That is to say, 
that this evangelist emphasizes the divinity of Christ, and does so 
from his very opening words. Jesus is always in control in John’s 
Gospel, and a glimpse of his divinity in the transfiguration event 
is not necessary, as he is always clearly divine from John’s 
perspective. The synoptic Gospels, written earlier, are very 
comfortable with Jesus’ humanity and lead the reader slowly to 
realize that this man is also God.   
It is not difficult, then, for the synoptic writers to portray Jesus 
being tempted. We know in faith that Jesus never sinned, but 
that is the only way in which he differs from any other human 
being. Like the rest of us, Jesus grew weary, he felt pain, he 
grieved, he felt anxiety and sometimes even felt that God, his 
Father, had deserted him. He also felt temptation, just like we 
do.   
Temptation is a desire to do something which one should not do, 
usually because it appears good at the time, even though in 
reality it is not. To say that Jesus could be tempted is sometimes 
difficult for us to imagine because we know Jesus never 
succumbed to his temptations, but that does not mean he did not 
feel them and struggle with them in as much confusion and 
difficulty as we do. 
Mark does not say much about Jesus’ temptations. His account is 
very brief, but it does have an interesting image “he was among 
wild beasts, and the angels ministered to him.” The temptations 
of Jesus are of a cosmic nature, the natural world of the wild 
beasts, but also the heavenly one of the angels. Matthew and 
Luke provide much more detail. They both write of the 

temptations in symbolic ways which indicate that Jesus was 
tempted to misuse his authority to obtain security (stones into 
bread), fame (jumping from the parapet), and power (ruling all 
the kingdoms of the earth). These are basic human temptations, 
wanting more than we need out of fear of not having enough, 
wanting attention and accolades sometimes at the expense of 
others, and wanting power over others. Jesus experienced the 
temptations that everyone faces. The difference is that in his 
times of temptations he prayed, sought out the scriptures, and 
through this discerned his Father’s will. 
Liturgically, the Church follows this story of temptation, with the 
story of the transfiguration. This is the moment when the 
disciples first glimpsed the glory of Jesus’ divinity. But, even in 
this there is an element of temptation. The disciples are tempted 
to stay in such a nice place in the company of Elijah, Moses and 
Jesus. Why go back into all the suffering of the world when 
things are so pleasant on the mountaintop? They are tempted to 
reject Jesus’ own prophecy concerning his coming death.  
But Jesus knew it could not be that way. He knew that for his 
kingdom to be realized, the disciples had to return to the 
messiness of the world with all its sin and all its trials. Jesus knew 
too that he had to accept the cross in order to bring forth the 
redemption of the world for which he had come. 
All of us face many temptations in our lives. It is not wrong to be 
tempted – even Jesus was. How we handle the temptations is 
what matters. Every time we reject temptation and enter into 
prayer and the word of God, we also experience transformation.  
We come closer and closer to being like Jesus, who was tempted 
but did not sin, until eventually all these individual decisions will 
become a great transformation that will transfigure us, even as 
Jesus was, and like him, we will shine like the sun forever.   

 

Our Catechumens and Candidates who anticipate receiving 
sacraments at the Easter Vigil this year would like to share a little 
bit about their faith stories with you. One of their statements will 
be in the bulletin each of the Sundays of Lent. Please keep them 
all in your prayers. 
From Beth Brunner, an adult Candidate baptized in the Lutheran 
denomination who will be received into Full Communion with the 
Catholic Church, Confirmed and receive First Eucharist at the 
Easter Vigil: 
“Have you ever gone to a supermarket, pushed your cart up and 
down the aisle, stood in line, checked out, got to your car, 
unpacked, and found that you were missing something? It may 
have been written on a list or scribbled on the palm of your hand, 
but for some reason it slipped your mind until you really need it 
the most. Well, I was at a point in my life that I had all what I 
thought would make me whole. I had the education, the job, the 
family, and the friends. But when I came home, something was 
missing. It took me until a few years ago to realize that knowing 
God was the binder, having Jesus as a part of my life was the 
missing ingredient, being able to depend on someone completely 
was why my recipe to life was incomplete. Since beginning this 
journey, I have found what was missing. The support of my 
sponsors, St. Norbert’s RCIA team, Catholic family, and the 
relationships I have built with my fellow candidates and 
catechumens have brought me to a new relationship with God 
and a new relationship with myself. I have found that missing 
ingredient. I share it with you now and I share it with all I 
encounter because everyone deserves to know God and become 
whole again.”                                 Beth
