This is 
one of three rites that precede Baptism in which 
prayers are said for the Elect that God may 
remove any darkness or attitudes of sin that 

remain in them and fill them with the light of Christ. 
In their preparation period on Thursday, March 19, they will 
prepare for their Second Scrutiny with a reflection on the story in 
John’s Gospel of the Man Born Blind.

WONDERING WHY 
Lent is a time for soul searching and interior 
reflection inviting us into quiet time with God 
to evaluate where we are in need of growth 
in our spiritual lives and in discipleship to 
Christ.   

At parishes around the world, the Elect, those unbaptized 
persons who have been called to Sacraments by their Bishop, do 
this in a special and symbolic way. For them, today is the first in 
a series of three rites known as Scrutinies, which precede 
Baptism. Through reflecting on stories from the Gospel of John, 
the Catechumens will look deeply into themselves to discover the 
places still in need of conversion. Each of these stories speaks to 
a baptismal theme. If you are attending a Mass where 
Catechumens are present, it will be one of these Gospel readings 
(from Cycle A of the Lectionary) which will be proclaimed, rather 
than the usual reading from Mark which will be used at other 
Masses. 
The story this week is that of the Samaritan woman whom Jesus 
meets at the well. This woman comes to the well at midday, an 
unusual time in the heat of the desert, and finds Jesus resting 
there. She does not know who he is, but recognizes him as a Jew 
by his clothing and his manner of speaking. He asks her for a 
drink. An engaging conversation begins between the two in which 
the woman’s questionable history is revealed. Jesus asks the 
woman if she would like the living water that he could give her so 
that she would never thirst again. She misunderstands and thinks 
he is talking about natural water so that she will not have to 
continue the difficult trek to the well, but he means something 
much deeper. Jesus is speaking of the water of eternal life, water 
of baptism that will cleanse her of all sin and give her a brand 

new start. 
Through the course of the conversation the woman slowly begins 
to understand at deeper levels who Jesus is. First, she knows he 
is a man and a Jew. Next she questions if he is greater than 
Jacob, the patriarch. When he seems to have more knowledge of 
her than she would expect, she realizes that he is a prophet and 
begins to wonder if he could be the Messiah.  By the end of the 
story, Jesus’ identity is revealed to her, and ultimately to the 
people of her town through her testimony. 
This story gives our catechumens, and all of us, much to think 
over. The woman clearly does not expect to see anyone at the 
well at noon, but Jesus is waiting there for her. In what 
unexpected places might Jesus be waiting to meet us? Jesus asks 
for a drink, but who in the story is the one who is thirsty, Jesus, 
the woman, or us? Are we thirsting for something temporal which 
will fade away and leave us thirsty again, or are we thirsting for 
something eternally satisfying?   
When the woman goes back to town to tell her neighbors about 
Jesus, she leaves her water jug behind. In becoming a true 
disciple what must each of us leave behind? Are there people 
waiting to hear the story of how Jesus has been present to each 
of us in order for them to believe and come to him? 
These questions, and many others flow, like water, from this 
story of an encounter with Jesus. As we pray over our 
catechumens in the Scrutiny rites, asking God to remove from 
them any darkness and sin and to fill them with the light of Christ 
and lead them to the living water, let us join with them in spirit, 
resolving to enter into the new life which Christ offers to us, to 
drink deeply of the living water of faith, and to share that water 
of life and faith with others. 

Our Catechumens and Candidates who anticipate receiving 
sacraments at the Easter Vigil this year would like to share a little 
bit about their faith stories with you. One of their statements will 
be in the bulletin each of the Sundays of Lent. Please keep them 
all in your prayers. 

My Call to Baptism 
I’d like to say that I woke up one morning to a voice that could 
only be described as, not of this world. I’d like to say that it came 
to me in a vision, a dream that called out to me with such 
reverence that I had to acknowledge it! I’d like to say all that, but 
unfortunately the truth is far less appealing. You see my 
daughters were going through catechism and I guess I didn’t 
wanna feel left out like I had been during most of my friends’ and 
family’s religious events. So I decided to come and see what RCIA 
was all about, and what I found was something far from boring … 
I found an old familiar face and lots of new friendly ones; I found 
big men with huge hearts, small women with enormous 
compassion, and incredible instructors with a passion enough to 
fill a room. What I experienced was far from boring and what I 
found was anything but ordinary. I’m still not sure exactly what 
my call to Baptism was, perhaps it was the angelic voices of my 
daughters or maybe it was seeing my old friend or maybe it was 
all the incredible people I meet in RCIA. To be quite honest, I’m 
not sure exactly where the call came from ... all that I do know, is 
that I answered it!!!!!!!!!

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TERCER DOMINGO DE CUARESMA 
“Yo soy yavé tu Dios . . .” 

Los Diez Mandamientos son leyes “apodícticas”, que imponen directamente una orden, de manera indiscutible. ¿Que pasaría si en 
este momento consideráramos las palabras de Pablo y Jesús en las lecturas de hoy no simplemente como una guía, sino como leyes 
apodícticas? 
Pablo quiere disipar el desacuerdo entre los cristianos en Corinto y señala la diferencia entre los creyentes tibios y “los que Dios ha 
llamado”. Sus “leyes” basadas en la segunda lectura serían: 

1. No pondrás la sabiduría humana por encima de la sabiduría de Dios. 
2. No exigirás señales. 
3. No pondrás la fuerza humana por encima de la fuerza de Dios. 
4. Aceptarás la paradoja de la cruz. 

¿Puede un pueblo que ha cantando “Hago siempre lo que quiero” aceptar la dolorosa paradoja de la cruz, que exige que hagamos lo 
que “Él quiera”? Los “mandamientos” de Pablo exigen sumisión, sacrificio y servicio. Si estuviesen escritos sobre piedra, ¿crearían 
cristianos más comprometidos o menos gente en la iglesia los domingos? ¿Nos pondrían de rodillas o nos alejarían de la iglesia? 
 

Purificación del Templo 
El Evangelio agrega un mandamiento más a la lista corta de hoy: No usarás la religión como ganancia personal. 
Debemos mantener nuestros negocios separados de las cosas de Dios. El látigo de cuerdas de Jesús no deja dudas de su misión, y 
prueba de ello es su sacrificio en la cruz. “Destruyan este templo y en tres días lo reconstruiré”. 
Sin embargo, ¿podemos aceptar la paradoja de la cruz o constantemente estamos sirviéndonos a nosotros mismos en el nombre de 
Cristo? ¿Apreciamos más el éxito, los logros materiales y el poder personal que la humildad, la simplicidad y la compasión? 
En esta Cuaresma, al prepararnos para dar la bienvenida a los nuevos miembros en nuestras comunidades, mostrémosles que 
nosotros también tenemos una misión —que somos una comunidad de personas que hacemos lo que Él quiere, y no lo que nosotros 
queremos. Vivamos nuestra vida de acuerdo a los quince “mandamientos”, para que así otros digan de nosotros, y ellos (finalmente) 
“creyeron (en realidad) en la Escritura y en las palabras que Jesús había dicho”.
