An RCIA Faith Story

First of all, my religious background is very diverse and
complex. | have been baptized three times — first, at the Baptist
church | grew up in as a child; second, at the Southern Baptist
High School | attended; and third, as an adult, at St. John’s
Lutheran in Orange. Baptists use baptism as Catholics use the
Sacrament of Reconciliation to have their sinful slate cleaned
and to start anew with God. | looked for a pastor to re-baptize
me again because | was looking for God’s forgiveness for my
past in the New Age Movement. | believed baptism was the only
way to renew my covenant with God.

Second, my thought-provoking Catholic husband is able to
defend his faith no matter what question comes his way. He
continued to challenge my Pentecostal beliefs as | studied the
books of Genesis and Romans in Bible Study Fellowship (BSF). |
realized that the reverence displayed to God’s altar in the
Catholic Church and Jewish synagogues (explained in Leviticus)
demonstrates how God wants us to unite the entire Bible in our
lives, not just the New Testament, like most Pentecostal
churches. My husband'’s faith led us to the RCIA program and
the Sacrament of Marriage on December 13, 2008.

Third, unlike Protestants, Catholics are encouraged by other
faiths rather than judging them as evil. | learned as a child to
hate all other beliefs; however, this is not how God taught us to
love. Conversion comes to others when we love and accept
them.

In summary, Catholicism is the best choice of worship that
blends all my beliefs and experiences with a larger community.

I want to thank my sponsor, Heidi Green, and the RCIA team
for their time, friendship, and making themselves available to
answer my questions. Their continued support helped me grow
from an argumentative person to a more grace-filled Christian.

Candidate to be received into Full Communion at the Easter Vigil

The Fourth Sunday of Lent has traditionally been known as
Laetare Sunday. Laetare is a Latin word which means “rejoice”
and is the first word of the opening antiphon of the Mass. It
sets the tone of joyful anticipation of the Easter mysteries which
are approaching. In ancient times, the Catechumens were
adorned with crowns or garlands of roses on Laetare Sunday to
anticipate the joy they would experience at Easter. If a
Catechumen is among our own friends or family this Lent, we
might present that person with a single rose, or a bouquet of
roses during this week as a sign of encouragement and support
for their spiritual journey. Rose colored vestments are also
sometimes worn on this Sunday, though the traditional Lenten
purple may also be used.

As we come closer to Easter, our Catechumens celebrate the
Second Scrutiny with its themes of darkness and light,
ignorance and knowledge. The Gospel for the catechumen’s
mass is the story from John’s Gospel of the Man Born Blind who
is cured by Jesus. Like the Woman at the Well, this man moves
through several stages of understanding who Jesus is, until his
full realization that Jesus is the Lord, and the man worships
him.

In the Gospel story, Jesus first encounters the blind man at the
pool of Siloam. The word Siloam means “sent”. As Baptism

approaches for our catechumens, they understand that
receiving Baptism is a sign that they too are sent into the world
to bring the light of Christ to all people, especially those who
suffer from spiritual blindness.

In preparation for the renewal of our own baptismal promises at
Easter, we should join along with the catechumens in searching
ourselves for blind spots in our relationships with others, in our
prayer life, in our attitudes and actions so that we might
recognize our limitations and grow to greater insight and
awareness so that we might see more clearly our own path of
discipleship. If we find within ourselves the darkness of sin, we
might seek the healing of the sacrament of reconciliation to
rekindle the light of Christ in our lives.

Our Catechumens have reflected upon the areas in their own
lives where they are blind and need to be given new sight
through the love of Christ. They have reflected upon the
darkness that was in their lives before knowing Christ, and how
they have heard him call to them in that darkness and healed
their blindness, so that they might see and know him. As we
pray for them, we ask that they be saved from blindness and
given true sight to see the goodness and glory of God through
Jesus Christ.
