WONDERING WHY 
As our Elect celebrate the third 
and final Scrutiny prior to 
Baptism they reflect on the 
story of the Raising of Lazarus 
in John’s Gospel. Although this 
story contains no references to 
water such as the living water of 
the Samaritan woman, or the 
pool of Siloam where Jesus met 
the blind man, this too, is a 
story that teaches about 

baptism. On the most obvious level, it illustrates that in Jesus, 
death is reversed and those who are dead are called into new 
life. But Lazarus, who only appears at the very end of the story, 
and says nothing at all, is not really the focal point – his sister 
Martha is. 
Like the Samaritan Woman and the Blind Man, it is Martha who 
moves through stages of faith in this story. We know Martha 
from some other Gospel stories, and she seems to be a strong 
woman, outspoken, hardworking, and practical. When we meet 
her in this story, she is angry, angry with Jesus. She tells him 
that if he had bothered to come when she first sent word, her 
brother would not have died. She seems hurt and upset that 
Jesus had not responded in time and saved his good friends 
from this grief. When Jesus gently reminds her that Lazarus will 
rise again, she understands that event to be sometime far in 
the future, at the end of the world; but Jesus explains to Martha 

that he is the Resurrection and the Life … whomever believes in 
him will never die. Then Martha proclaims Jesus as the Messiah, 
the Son of God who has been promised. This is a significant 
statement of faith, which in Matthew’s Gospel is spoken by 
Peter. But, like Peter, Martha still does not fully understand 
what this means. When Jesus asks for the tomb to be unsealed, 
it is Martha who objects because Lazarus has been in the tomb 
too long. She doesn’t really yet believe that Jesus has power 
over life and death. But, when the tomb is opened and Jesus 
calls his name, Lazarus walks out of his grave. 
We are not told how Martha reacts to this miracle, nor how 
Lazarus feels about being called back from the dead. But, we 
are told that many who witnessed this event began to believe, 
and others reported it to the Pharisees and the High Priest who 
decide that Jesus must die and the plot to condemn him begins 
its final stage.   
Martha exemplifies a progression of faith from knowing Jesus as 
a friend, perhaps a miracle worker, to understanding that he is 
the promised messiah, the Son of God, and ultimately 
understanding that Jesus himself is the true source of life. 
Lazarus goes from death to life because of Jesus, as our Elect 
anticipate a death to sin and restoration to new life through 
Jesus in Baptism.   
The gift of life given to Lazarus will result in Jesus’ own death – 
which ultimately will lead to his resurrection – and resurrection 
for all who believe 

An RCIA Faith Story 
Baptized as an infant in the Episcopal faith my belief was strong 
and unquestioned throughout my childhood and teen years. I 
was active in my church community and thought those without 
the same foundation unusual. In my small, Texas town it was 
simply a way of life. I understood that some did not believe in 
God and/or had a different faith tradition but it never registered 
as an option for me. 
As a teen I began to expect more from my relationship with 
God. I wanted “burning bush” results to my prayer requests. I 
wanted my life to be without pain and disappointment. I 
couldn’t see the grace I had already been granted. For much of 
my twenties I turned away from church—I tried, also, to turn 
away from God but, thankfully, he wouldn’t let go of me. In my 
late twenties I began the process of rediscovering my faith.  
Eventually, I began to again attend the Episcopal Church but 
something was missing. I watched the example of my Catholic 
friends and witnessed the outward signs of their relationship 
with Jesus and the Church. I attended Mass both with them and 
on my own. Finally, after a year or two I sought the guidance of 
our St. Norbert’s inquiry classes and then entered the RCIA 
program. My period of discernment has led to a communion 
with Christ I had not known possible. My conversion of heart 
and conscience could not have been realized without the 
encouragement and direction of my sponsor, Dawn, and the 
entire RCIA team.   
It is with great anticipation that I look ahead to the Easter Vigil 
when I will become one among many in our Catholic 
community.
