WONDERING WHY 
Palm Sunday is also known as Passion 
Sunday and the combination of names 
reflects the dual nature of this Sunday 
feast. It is the only Sunday of the year in 
which we hear two different Gospel 

readings. First, at the beginning of the liturgy we listen to the 
account of Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem. Accompanied 
by his disciples and crowds of people waving palm branches, 
and singing hosanna, a Hebrew word that means “save us,” 
Jesus has the appearance of a victorious king returning from a 
successful battle to the cheers of his people. But … the mood 
quickly changes. Soon we are hearing the account of Jesus’ 
trial, crucifixion and death. The disciples have run away, the 
crowds who cheered him are now calling for his death, and he 
is condemned to a torturous death by crucifixion, the 
punishment of a slave.    
As we enter into Holy Week and move toward Easter perhaps 
we can take a moment to reflect on where each of us stands in 
these scenes. Are we disciples confidently entering Jerusalem 
with Jesus, are we among the crowds cheering him but not 

really knowing him or committed to his message. Have we run 
away to hide when things became difficult, or by our attitudes 
and actions are we putting to death the Word of God which 
lives among us? It is a Sunday of contrasts, joy and sorrow, 
hope and fear, victory and apparent defeat; but it is not the end 
of the story. Continue into this experience of the Paschal 
Mystery during Holy Week and the Triduum (the three sacred 
days). On Thursday evening, celebrate the Mass of the Lord’s 
Supper where we recall the account in John’s Gospel of Jesus 
washing the disciples’ feet, mourn the death of the Lord on 
Good Friday and celebrate the Resurrection as we welcome new 
life into our Church through the Baptism of the Elect at the 
Easter Vigil, and into the glorious celebrations of Easter Day. 
Be alert during the liturgies of Holy Week. Listen carefully to the 
scripture readings, and put yourself into the picture. Who would 
you be in this scene, close to Jesus or far away, confident or 
frightened, committed or indifferent, faithful or not? What in 
your life needs to die and be buried with Jesus – what will God 
raise to new and more abundant life in you?

Up to that point my life was out of control and self 
destructive. There had always been an emptiness in my life that 
could not be satiated with any substance. I finally grew sick and 
tired of the life I was leading and opened up to someone about 
the void I always felt. I was simply told, "that is where God 
belongs." That was when the seed was planted and over the 
years I began to see God working within my life. One of God's 
greatest gifts to me was when he brought Jennifer back into my 
life. Jennifer and I had met and fallen in love over 12 years ago. 
But we were young and I again was not living a very "Christian 
Life" so we ended up going our separate ways. Ten years later, 
(and a lot of growing up), Jennifer and I began dating again 
and we soon realized we were still in love. St. Norbert’s is and 
always has been Jennifer's church and we were married here 
June 30, 2007. Now a part of Jennifer's family, I began to see 
how important it is to share a faith with your spouse. With the 
guidance of my wife's parents, Mike and Sharon, I was directed 
to Charlene and the RCIA program. Here, within this program, 
any lingering doubts about this chosen path have been erased. 
With the help of my sponsor Damon, the education from the 
RCIA staff and the support of my family I very much look 
forward to my baptismal day.

This Tuesday, April 7, the prayer group 
will attend St. Norbert Lenten Choral Con-
cert of Faure’s Requiem, which will include a 
meditation on the Seven Last Words of 
Christ.

Columban Church in Garden Grove on Monday, April 6 
at 5.30 p.m. The Chrism Mass is a special Holy Week 
ceremony that takes place in every diocese. During the 
Mass, the bishop blesses the oils that will be used in the 
celebration of the sacraments throughout the diocese in 
the coming year, and the priests of the diocese renew 
their ordination vows and all present offer prayers for 
their ministry. Plan to arrive early as parking and seating 
are limited.

Las palabras del profeta Isaías resuenan con gran claridad sobre el sufrimiento del 
Ungido de Dios: “Mañana tras mañana, el Señor despierta mi oído, para que escuche 
yo, como discípulo”.
