WONDERING WHY 

Bible Study 
A new Bible Study on the Gospel of John 
will begin on Wednesday evening, April 
22. We hear several readings from John’s 
Gospel during our current Cycle B in the 
Liturgical Year, as well as in the sacred seasons of Easter and 
Christmas time. John’s Gospel is significantly different fromthose 
of Matthew, Mark and Luke, shows a much more developed 
theology and relates to us many incidents in the life of our Lord 
which are not recorded in the earlier Gospels. This 8-week study 
is a time for reflection on the Gospel of John and an invitation to 
know Christ more deeply in this Easter Season. We will meet in 
the Parish Library from 7:30 to 9 p.m. 

Easter is the most ancient and most important 
celebration in the liturgical year of the Church 
because the Resurrection of Jesus from the dead 
holds the promise of salvation and eternal life for all 
people. It has been celebrated as a special feast 
since the earliest Christian times. The English word 
“Easter” is an adaptation of an Anglo-Saxon word 
Eostre, which had a connection to a Celtic festival of 
the spring equinox, but in most languages the name 
for Easter is some version of the Hebrew word 
Pesach which means Passover. At Passover, the 
ancient Hebrew people were led from the death of 
slavery in Egypt to a new life and freedom to be 
lived in a sacred covenant with God. Before leaving 

Egypt, the Hebrews were instructed to sacrifice a lamb and mark 
their homes with its blood so that when the last plague, the death 
of the firstborn, came upon the Egyptians, the Hebrew families 
would be spared from this plague of death. Jesus celebrates this 
Jewish feast of deliverance with his disciples on the night of his 
arrest. The primary food at the Passover meal was the Paschal 
Lamb, the lamb sacrificed to God to save his people. Easter is the 
fulfillment of Passover. The next day Jesus will be crucified; but 
on Sunday morning Jesus rises to a new and glorified life. Jesus 
becomes the sacrificial lamb, the one whose blood brings 
salvation from death. Jesus is the great Passover from the slavery 
of sin to the freedom of being children of God, from death to 
eternal life. 

Our Easter liturgies are filled with symbols of new life. At the 

beginning of the Vigil,. a new fire is ignited and from it the 
Paschal Candle is lit, symbolizing the Light of Christ bringing 
illumination into a world of darkness. That candle is then plunged 
three times into the baptismal waters, the womb of the church, so 
that new life can come forth. The newly baptized are then 
dressed in white robes symbolizing their new life in Christ and 
given lighted candles, to show that they will go forth to carry the 
light of Christ into the world. Even some of the secular traditions 
of Easter, such as Easter eggs, hold symbolism of new life. 

Easter falls on a different date each year. The date was a matter 
of controversy in the early Church, with some wanting it to fall on 
the same date as Passover which is determined by the full moon.  
Others thought it should be on the nearest Sunday. Eventually the 
church determined that the date of Easter would be on the 
Sunday, following the first full moon of the vernal equinox. 
Originally, the Julian calendar was used in determining the date. 
By the 6th century the Western Church began to calculate the 
date of Easter using the Gregorian calendar. As there is a several 
day difference in the calculations of the two calendars, today we 
find that Eastern Orthodox Christians celebrate Easter usually one 
week later than does the Roman Church.  

Easter is the feast of hope and salvation. Because Jesus rose from 
the dead, so will we; because Jesus is the light of the world, so, 
by our baptism, are we called to be light to others. So, celebrate 
this Easter full of the joy of the promise of eternal life, and let the 
light of your joy illuminate all you do through Christ, with Christ, 
and in Christ, in the power of the Holy Spirit who dwells within 
you at Easter, and everyday.
