WONDERING WHY 

Bible Study 
Our Bible Study on the Gospel of John will 
continues on Wednesday evening, April 
29. This week we will discuss Chapters 2 – 4 
of John’s Gospel which include the baptism of 
Jesus, the story of Nicodemus, and the Woman at the Well.  
Please read these chapters prior to the class. 
We hear several readings from John’s Gospel during our current 
Cycle B in the Liturgical Year, as well as in the sacred seasons of 
Easter and Christmas time. John’s Gospel, which is significantly 
different from those of Matthew, Mark and Luke, shows a much 
more developed theology and relates many incidents in the life 
of our Lord which are not recorded in the earlier Gospels. This 
8-week study is a time for reflection on the Gospel of John and 
an invitation to know Christ more deeply in this Easter Season. 
We meet in the Parish Library from 7:30 to 9 p.m. 
 

Praying with Scripture 
Join us for an hour of reflection and meditation 
on the Sunday Scripture readings on Tuesday, 
April 28. This hour of prayer time led by Sr. 
Breda Christopher and Kathy Ryan utilizes 
varying prayer forms each week. It is a time to 

meet with others in quiet and peace away from the busyness and 
noise of the world. We meet in the Blessed Sacrament Chapel at 
7:30 p.m.

Easter is not just a single day. The 
liturgical season of Easter lasts for 7 
weeks, 49 days, ending on the 50th 
day, or Pentecost, which means 50th. 
It is sometimes called a week of 
weeks (7x7). Pentecost was the 50th 
day after Passover for the Jews, and 
a feast on which a celebration was 

held for the harvest of the first fruits of spring. During this 
extended Easter Season, we remember the time that Jesus 
spent with his disciples following his Resurrection, continuing 
to instruct them and prepare them for their future ministry in 
the Church that would remain as his Body on earth. The Easter 
season continues through the Ascension of the Lord and the 
pouring forth of the Holy Spirit, as had been promised by 
Jesus, on the 50th day, the Feast of Pentecost. 
In all three liturgical cycles, the Gospel readings focus on the 
post-resurrection experiences in which the disciples 
encountered the risen Lord. Many of these readings are taken 
from the Gospel of John, who tells us more than the others do 
about these special days, although each of the other 
evangelists also give testimony to appearances by the Risen 
Christ. John’s theology throughout his Gospel focuses on the 
divinity of Jesus and his glory, and the resurrection stories are 
the summit of his theology expressing the eternal glory of 
Jesus who is eternally God, and now is risen forever in his 
humanity also. John’s Gospel illustrates well the various 
emotions of the disciples which range from disbelief to joy, 
from confusion to understanding. John has a wonderful grasp 
on human psychology as he shows how the faith of the 
Beloved Disciple differs from that of Peter, and Peter’s faith 

differs from that of Thomas. Mary Magdalene comes especially 
alive in John’s Gospel as the mourning friend who doesn’t 
recognize her Lord through the mist of her own tears. 
Each of the disciples appears to experience the Risen Christ a 
little differently from the others. Peter, who has denied Jesus, 
is taken aside and given the opportunity to reaffirm his love. 
The Beloved Disciple races to the tomb and when he sees the 
discarded grave clothes, believes without requiring further 
evidence. Thomas, who seems to be not easily swayed by 
emotion, needs something more substantial before he can 
believe, but Mary needs only to hear her name spoken aloud 
for her recognize the Voice of Jesus.   
In these post-resurrection accounts are many levels of 
understanding and meaning, but perhaps one of them might 
be that we all experience our faith a little bit differently.  Some 
are eager to believe and do not struggle even with things that 
seem incredible. Others struggle a great deal to find reason 
and logic in mystery. Some know the risen Lord through the 
experience of the love and wonder they hear spoken within 
their own hearts, but others must be given the opportunity to 
let go of old regrets and sinfulness before they can fully 
comprehend.  
Those first disciples were not so different from each of us. 
Perhaps during these weeks of Easter we might listen closely 
to their stories and think about our own experience of the 
Risen Lord. How and when have each of us encountered him, 
and what did we need in order to believe? If each of us were 
to write a Gospel story of the resurrection, what moments our 
own life experience would we include to give witness to the 
Risen Lord?

Hace dos años, luego de la muerte de mi hermana menor a la edad de 37 años, sentí 
la necesidad de rodearme de recuerdos de su vida y logros. Los últimos meses que 
pasó luchando contra una forma agresiva de esclerosis múltiple fue un tiempo en el 
que su cuerpo simplemente se deterioró. Después de su muerte sentí la imperiosa 
necesidad de colocar fotos en el cubículo de mi oficina y en mi casa, fotos que 
mostraban a mi hermana en sus primeros años como una joven vibrante, saludable y 
brillante. 

Casi un año después, visité a otra hermana y me di cuenta que en su casa tenía solamente dos fotos de mi difunta 
hermana. Una de las fotos había sido tomada años atrás y mostraba a nuestra hermana como una joven en toda su 
vitalidad. La otra fue tomada pocos meses antes de su muerte. En esa foto estaba en una silla de ruedas, pálida, 
delgada y débil. Mi hermana me dijo que siempre quería tener presente la salud, la enfermedad y la muerte, ya que 
mostraban a nuestra difunta hermana como realmente era. Para mí fue un momento de gran inspiración. Cuando 
ahora recuerdo a mi hermana, trato de pensar en las imágenes de sus años de vitalidad, así como en las imágenes de 
los meses finales y sus últimos días. Todas estas imágenes constituyen lo que realmente era mi hermana.
