This Thursday, May 21, our Catechumens and 
Candidates will be discussing Jesus’ 
commandment of love. Our Neophytes will 
continue to meet during these weeks between 

Easter and Pentecost to discuss the impact of the sacraments on 
their lives and ways in which to continue their religious 
formation.  
A new Inquiry group will be forming. If you are interested in 
becoming Catholic, or want to ask questions about the Catholic 
Church, please come to our sessions on Thursday evenings from 
7:30 to 9 p.m.  

Today’s reading from Acts of the Apostles reminds us of an 
important change in thinking in the early Church. Reading 
earlier in Chapter 10, we find that Peter had a dream in which 
he is presented with a tarp filled with many kinds of animals. 
Some of the animals were considered clean and therefore 
edible by the Jews, and some were unclean. In the dream, God 
tells Peter that nothing he created is unclean. This dream didn’t 
really have to do with food (although the text does tell us that 
Peter was hungry when he fell asleep). Rather, Peter interprets 
it as pertaining to people. He and the other apostles had been 
struggling with the issue of whether non-Jews could be 
accepted into the Christian communities and receive baptism. 
Some believed that it was necessary to become a Jew first, and 
therefore accept all the Jewish laws. Others, such as Paul 
believed that salvation through Christ was available to 
everyone.   
Immediately after Peter’s dream, he receives messengers from 
a Roman government official named Cornelius who is 
requesting Peter to come visit him and baptize him. Being a 
Gentile, Cornelius would be considered unclean by Jews, and 
therefore Peter would not be allowed to enter his house. From 
his dream, Peter realizes that Gentiles also are God’s children 
and that baptism should not be restricted to Jews. He goes to 
visit Cornelius, and we hear in today’s story, Cornelius and his 
entire household were baptized. 
Today, Christians still sometimes argue about who can be 
saved. Some even claim that unless an individual practices faith 
in exactly the same way as a particular church, denomination or 
congregation does, then that person is outside salvation. As in 
the first century, our Church takes a broader view of Salvation. 
Lumen Gentium, (A Light for All Nations), one of the documents 
of Vatican II, speaks on the issue of salvation. In Part II, “The 
People of God,” the opening words of paragraph 13 state that 

“all people are called to belong to the new people of God.” As it 
continues the document addresses the various relationships 
people have with the church, beginning with those who are 
fully initiated members of the Catholic Church whose roots 
stretch back to apostolic origins to the catechumens who desire 
Baptism, to those Christians of other denominations who share 
with us a common baptism, the scriptures, and the ministry of 
Christ in works of love and justice. But, it does not stop there. 
Lumen Gentium, also recognizes the Jewish people to whom 
the covenant was given. The document states “on account of 
their fathers this people remains most dear to God, for God 
does not repent of the gifts he makes nor of the calls he 
issues.” Next are mentioned those who believe and worship the 
one and merciful God, who is the judge of all.  And, the church 
does not limit the possibility of salvation even to those who live 
outside of a belief of God. “Nor is God far distant from those 
who in shadows and images seek the unknown God, for it is he 
who gives to all life and breath … and as Savior wills that all 
men be saved. Nor does Divine Providence deny the helps 
necessary for salvation to those who, without blame on their 
part, have not yet arrived at an explicit knowledge of God and 
with his grace strive to live a good life.” So, according to this 
dogmatic constitution of our church, all people, Catholics, other 
Christians, Jews, Muslims, followers of other religions, and 
those with no religion at all, still can achieve eternal salvation. 
Heaven is not automatically closed to anyone. The possibility of 
salvation is available to us because of the unconditional love of 
God, expressed through the death and resurrection of Jesus. All 
grace and salvation comes from the Father, through the Son, 
by the power of the Spirit. But … the Spirit distributes that 
grace as God sees fit. All salvation comes through Jesus. But 
from his hands it flows to the whole world, even to those who 
may not yet know him.
