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R.C.I.A. 
This Thursday, June 18, Marlyn Schima will be 
speaking with our catechumens and candidates 
about the Eucharist. The following week, we will 
celebrate the feast day of Sts Peter and Paul with 

a discussion of their lives and contribution to the early church. 

A new Inquiry group will be forming. If you are interested in 
becoming Catholic, or want to ask questions about the Catholic 
Church, please come to our sessions on Thursday evenings from 
7:30 to 9 p.m.  

Today’s solemnity of the Body and Blood of the Lord originated in 
the thirteenth century and was proclaimed a universal feast of the 
church by Pope Urban IV in 1264. The Eucharist, the living 
presence of the risen Christ under the appearance of bread and 
wine is one of the ways in which Jesus’ promise from last Sunday’s 
Gospel, “I am with you always, until the end of the age” is fulfilled.  
The New Testament speaks of Eucharist many times, the most 
ancient of which is in St. Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians (I Cor. 
11:23-26) in which Paul speaks of handing on to the Corinthian 
community the gift of Eucharist which was given to him by the 
Lord. It is these words from St. Paul that are still used at the 
consecration of the Mass. 

The synoptic Gospels, Matthew, Mark and Luke tell the story of the 
last supper where Jesus and the disciples are gathered for a 
Passover meal. During the Passover ritual, Jesus reinterprets the 
blessing of the bread and the cup of wine declaring that it is his 
body and the cup of his blood which will be shed for the 
forgiveness of sins. 

Sometimes other Christians question why the Catholic Church is so 
restrictive about who may receive the Eucharist. In our tradition of 
Roman Catholicism an individual must be baptized in our Church, 
old enough to understand the significance of Eucharist (usually this 
means at least seven years old), living a life of grace in God and 
free from any grave sin, and have no canonical impediments that 
restrict them from receiving Eucharist, such as a marriage which is 
not recognized in the church.  The reasons are many, but the most 
important ones are matters of faith and of respect for the church’s 
unity.  While many Christian denominations and fellowships have a 

communion service, most do not believe or teach that their 
communion is truly the presence of Christ. Most Protestant 
denominations understand receiving communion as a way of 
remembering Jesus, or a symbol of his presence. 

Catholic (both Eastern and Western rites) and the Orthodox 
Churches hold the belief in the Real Presence if Christ and celebrate 
true Eucharist. Anglican and Episcopal churches also share our 
belief in the Eucharist, but the apostolic continuity and validity of 
their priesthood is, in some instances, questioned.  Lutherans hold 
a belief in Eucharist similar, but not identical to that of Catholics. It 
is the belief of our Catholic Church, and the Orthodox Churches 
that one must understand that Christ is truly present in order to 
receive him. Those who understand communion only as symbol 
should not receive what they do not assent to in faith. 

Secondly, as the word “communion” implies, it is a matter of unity.  
Through Eucharist one is in union with Christ, and also with the 
body of his Church. Those individuals who are not in communion 
with the Church, because they are not one with us in faith or 
because they are separated for some other reason, are asked to 
refrain from Eucharist, even if they do believe, because of its 
aspect of unity. To receive is an affirmation of unity, of being one 
with the Church. 

The Eucharist is not just a symbol.  It is the Christ, risen, glorified, 
living eternally in all places and all times, remaining with us until 
the end of the world . . . just as he promised he would. 

What an incredible gift which Jesus has given to us and through 
which he longs for us to come to him so that his joy may be ours, 
and our joy may be complete in him forever.

The author is a renowned scholar of Christian 
History who was a professor at Yale. This book, 
first published in 1985, and updated in 1999 is 
considered a classic of Christology. We will base our discussion on 
approximately two chapters per week, beginning on July 7. We 
will meet in the Ministry Center Library from 7:30 to 9 p.m. Prior 
to the first meeting, please read the Introduction and Chapters 1 
and 2.

The Family & Youth Center has enriched campus life at St.

9 Every Monday, the entire school gathers for its weekly 
prayer assembly. 

9 Two days a week, hot lunch is served efficiently from 
the kitchen. 

9 P.E. is held indoors if rain or inclement weather 
prohibits outdoor activity, and our P.E. teacher has safe 
and clean storage space for equipment. 

9 Guest speakers make video presentations to the entire 
school (science labs, author visits, etc.) 

9 We host multi-school junior high dances, with great 
sound and air conditioning. 

9 We hold major fundraising events, including our 
pancake breakfast and auction dinner. 

9 Volleyball and basketball games are played on the all-
sports court with the electronic score board. 

9 The entire parent body attends bi-annual meetings in a 
comfortable environment with excellent lighting and 
sound.
