The story of the feeding of the multitude is so 
significant that it is told six times in the 
Gospels and prefigured in the Hebrew 
Scriptures in the story of Elisha. The version 
we hear proclaimed at Mass today is from the 

Gospel of John, but Luke also tells of a similar event, and 
Matthew and Mark tell the story twice, once with over 5,000 
people being fed and twelve baskets of leftovers, and again with 
4,000 people fed and five baskets of leftovers. 
On one level, this story illustrates for us the abundance of God’s 
gifts. Even very little, such as a young boy’s lunch in John’s 
version of the story, offered in generosity and love, can be 
enough to satisfy multitudes. Often we might feel that our own 
gifts are insignificant, or that we are unworthy to offer them, 
forgetting that all gifts ultimately come from God. When we give 
what we have, however, little as it may be, God will provide the 
difference, and the results will be abundant. When the disciples 
cannot figure out what to do, it is a child who provides the 
answer. The important thing is not to be afraid to make the 
offer, no matter how small the gift or how humble the person. 
On another level, this is a story about Jesus coming to bring his 
word to the people. He has been teaching and preaching all day 
when he notices that it is growing late and the people need to 
be fed. Later in the passage, Jesus states that he himself is the 
bread of life, a statement with a double meaning. Not only does 
he provide physical sustenance, but it is his word which truly 
sustains the life of a person. Numbers are symbolic in this story, 
and the leftover twelve baskets of food symbolize the twelve 
tribes of Israel. Through Jesus there is enough to satisfy the 
needs of those who will directly come to him, and enough for all 
the people of the covenant, the twelve tribes in addition. 
When Mark and Matthew retell the story, speaking of a crowd of 
4,000 and five baskets left over, they are symbolically extending 
this offer of the bread of life to the Gentile nations. First Jesus 

has offered the bread of life to the Jews. Now, the 4,000 speaks 
of the four corners of the world multiplied by 1,000, which is 
symbolic of infinity, and the five leftover baskets represent the 
five Gentile nations, which is how the world of Jesus’ time was 
understood. So the stories taken together mean that Jesus gives 
the sustenance of life to all who come to hear him, to all the 
people of the covenant (the twelve tribes), and also to all the 
Gentiles, even to the four corners of the earth. In other words, 
Jesus is abundant and he is for everyone. 
The final and most significant aspect of this story is its 
relationship to Eucharist. John uses this story as an introduction 
to his treatise on the Bread of Life, or the Eucharist, where 
Jesus, in stages of revelation, will declare that he will give his 
own flesh to be bread for the world, and his blood to be life for 
the people. In John, it is very clear that the intent is to present a 
theological explanation for Jesus’ true presence in Eucharist. The 
entire sixth chapter of John is devoted to that teaching. Even in 
the other three Gospels, however, when the actual revelation of 
the Eucharist is retained until the Paschal meal of the Last 
Supper, we find an intuition of Eucharist in the telling of the 
story. In fact, we can see the primary elements of the Mass:  
the people have gathered to listen to the Word, the hunger of 
the people is recognized by God, the community offers its gifts, 
Jesus takes them, gives thanks, breaks the bread and distributes 
it to the people. The story sets forth the steps for Eucharistic 
celebration. 
This week, when meditating upon this Gospel, picture yourself 
sitting on the hillside listening to Jesus speak. Who is sitting 
near you in your imagination, who listens to Christ with you?  
When Jesus approaches you and hands you a piece of bread, 
what does he say to you? What will you say to him? With the 
bread in your own hands now, will you break off a piece and 
hand it to another? Who is that person? Pray for the one who 
takes the bread from your hand

Basic Bible for Beginners 
This 8-week series if for those who would like 
to become more familiar with the Scriptures, 
but don’t know where to start. We will 
discuss the various books of the Bible, their 
placement and general content and purpose.  
We will continue on Wednesday evening, 
July 29 from 7:30 to 9 p.m. This week we will conclude the Old 
Testament with a discussion of the Prophets and Wisdom 
literature. We will not meet on August 5 or 12, but will 
continue our study of the New Testament on August 19. Please 
bring a Bible in a modern translation. The New American Bible, 
or New Revised Standard Version Catholic Edition are preferred.

Próximas Atracciones 
El Evangelio de hoy inicia una partida de cinco semanas del Evangelio de San 
Marcos al Evangelio de San Juan. El relato sobre Jesús cuando da de comer a 
la multitud es la introducción de lo que se conoce como el discurso del “Pan 
de vida”, que escucharemos durante el mes siguiente. La magnitud del 
milagro narrado hoy nos puede impresionar de tal manera que es fácil pasar 
por alto el ingenio utilizado por San Juan evangelista para presentar el 
discurso. Al igual que el pueblo de Israel y que Moisés, Jesús pasa por las 

aguas y luego asciende a una montaña. El ascenso a la montaña (como en la introducción al discurso que conocemos 
como las “Bienaventuranzas”) es de particular importancia. Es el sonido de la trompeta que anuncia que algo grande va 
a pasar, algo central y crucial del ministerio de Jesús va a ser entregado. A diferencia de Moisés en el Sinaí, las 
montañas que sube Jesús para enseñar y hacer milagros nunca son nombradas en los Evangelios, porque era 
importante para la Iglesia naciente no hacer santos los lugares, sino poner la fe solamente en Jesús. Y así ocurre hoy 
que la gente lo busca para sanación física y para el alimento de su cuerpo y espíritu.  
 

Pan de la Tierra y el Cielo 
Jesús sabía, como relata el evangelista esta semana, que no tiene mucho sentido hablar a la gente del Pan del Cielo 
cuando los estómagos se quejan por faltarle el pan de la tierra. Para Jesús eso no existía la división griega de la 
persona humana en cuerpo y espíritu, cada entidad con sus diferentes necesidades. Jesús sabía que las personas han 
sido creadas en amor, cuerpo y alma, por su Padre en el Cielo. Una vez más, el ministerio de Jesús nos muestra el 
vínculo íntimo entre el ministerio de la Iglesia hacia las personas como seres con cuerpo y espíritu. El dar de comer a la 
multitud es una manera pragmática de ayudar a que su audiencia se centre en la enseñanza de su presencia como el 
nuevo maná enviado del cielo. Y para nosotros hoy, ese maná, el Pan de Vida, llega a ser nuestra fuerza y sustento, 
para así fortalecidos poder avanzar en el nombre de Cristo y ser alimento para el cuerpo y el espíritu de todos los que 
se cruzan en nuestro camino cada día.
