Basic Bible for

Beginners

Our Beginners Bible Study will
continue its summer break on August
12. We will resume on August 19,
when we will continue our studies,
focusing on the New Testament. Our first session back will be
about the early experience of Christian faith, the preaching of
the resurrection in the first communities, and the letters of St.
Paul. Everyone is welcome to join us at 7:30 in the Ministry
Center Library. It is not necessary to have attended the sessions
on the Old Testament to enjoy the New Testament
presentations.

The story of Elijah’s journey as
remembered in our First Reading
today can be seen as a metaphor
for the spiritual journey that each
of us takes, and thus, provide
nourishing food for meditation.

First some background about
Eljah. He was an Israelite
prophet in the 8" century before Christ. Elijah was called to be a
prophet during the reign of King Ahab, who was not faithful to
the covenant God had set for the lIsraelite people. King Ahab
was married to a foreign woman, Jezebel, who worshiped the
false god Ba'al. This part of the story starts just after Jezebel
has ordered the execution of 400 other Israelite prophets. Elijah
believes, probably correctly, that she plans to murder him as
well, and he escapes from her into the desert. There, Elijah
becomes very discouraged and despondent over what appears
to be a threat to the very existence of faith in the true God.

Elijah’s depression grows so serious, that he simply curls up
under a tree and hopes to die; but an angel won't allow that to
happen. The angel, which in Biblical terms simply means “a
messenger from God” and does not necessarily imply a spiritual
being, awakens Elijah, provides him with food and water and
insists that he eat. The angel must do this more than once,
because after the first meal, Elijah again lies down and wants to
give up, but the angel keeps after him because he must gain
strength to continue the journey.

Eventually Elijah gets up and starts walking again toward the
sacred mountain, Horeb. As the story continues in the verses
that reach past what is proclaimed today, Elijah reaches the

WONDERING WHY

mountain only to experience a series of disasters. He expects to
find God on the mountain, but instead encounters an
earthquake, fierce wind, and fire, and doesn’t find God present
in any of these frightening events. Finally, he hides in the mouth
of a cave, and there he hears a gentle whispering sound. Here,
in the quiet away from all the turmoil, God speaks to Elijah, and
asks him a question, “Elijah,” God asks, “Why are you here?”

As we meditate upon this story, some of the following questions
are ones that could become a part of our prayer:

Elijah was afraid. When have | been afraid, perhaps so afraid
that 1 just wanted to give up and die?

Elijah journeyed into the desert. When has my life fel
barren and empty?

Elijah was awakened and nourished by an angel. Who or
what are the angels who have given me nourishment and
strength to continue my journey?

Elijah did not find God in the earthquake, wind, or fire.
Have there been times when [ felt God was absent?

Elijah heard the voice of God in a tiny whispering sound.
How do | hear the voice of God?

The Lord asked Elijah, "Why are you here?” Why am /|
here, where | am, in this time and place in my life, right now?

Elijah lived over 2800 years ago in a time and culture very
different from our own, but the yearnings and challenges of the
human heart remain constant. The purpose of the stories in
Scripture is to help us understand our own lives and how they
relate to God and his people. This week, the Church has given
us this story, perhaps with thought and prayer, we will find in it
new hope for our own personal journeys.
