WONDERING WHY 
Last week we reflected on the Gospel readings from John’s 
Gospel, used for the Catechumenate Masses during Lent which 
prepare the catechumens for baptism and the faithful for the 
renewal of their baptismal promises. At the other Sunday 
Masses during the Lenten season, the Cycle C readings from 
Luke are used this year, which emphasize another important 
aspect of Lent, repentance and forgiveness. 

Last Sunday we heard Jesus’ well known parable of the 
Prodigal Son.  This is a story rich with insights about the nature 
of sin, and of the generosity of God’s mercy.  The father of the 
story has two sons. When the younger one leaves home he sins 
by disrespecting his father in demanding his inheritance while 
his father is still alive. He leaves home and goes to a far 
country. He is leaving his family, his nation, and his faith. In 
ancient Palestine a person’s identity was defined by the group 
with whom he is connected rather than by individual 
achievements. So, in essence, this son has lost himself as he 
has left behind everything that defines who he is. He squanders 
his money on immediate pleasures and finds himself in a 
desperate situation. Living among the swine would be 
understood as a complete debasement to a Jewish person, as 
pigs were unclean beasts. The young man is starving, and 
finally realizes that he would be better off as a servant in his 
father’s home where he would be provided with shelter and 
food, than remaining in his current situation. He decides to 
return home not so much because of sorrow or regret for his 
sin, but out of his own self-interest. Along the say, he rehearses 
the scene he will play out for his father, practicing how the 
dialogue will go, as he asks to be taken back as a servant so he 
can live more comfortably.  

It is significant that the father sees the boy coming down the 
road while, as the text says, “he was still a long way off” and 
the father’s heart is moved with compassion. The father 
doesn’t know or care what the reason may be for his son’s 
return, he is simply overjoyed to see him. Although in that 

culture, it was unseemly for an adult man to run, this father 
pulls up his long robes and runs down the road to embrace the 
returning son. He does not wait for explanations or even listen 
to the son’s rehearsed speech, but immediately begins giving 
orders to the servants to bring a robe, a ring, and sandals to 
clothe the returned son. These items are symbolic of restoring 
the young man to his role as a son in the family. The father has 
no intention of treating him as any less than his own beloved 
child. 

But, the older son in the family is not so happy to see his 
brother. This son feels it is unjust that he should have 
remained at home and worked hard while his younger sibling 
was living a wild and irresponsible life, and still be allowed to 
come home with such a welcoming reception. When the father 
approaches the elder son to discuss it with him, this son is rude 
and disrespectful to his father. Although their sins may be 
different, both sons sin against their father. The younger son 
sins by his disregard for his father’s property, values and 
traditions and by leaving the family. The elder son sins by his 
jealousy, lack of compassion, pride, and disrespect for his 
father’s wishes. 

The story ends with the father giving a party to celebrate the 
return of the lost son, and also inviting the elder son to come in 
to the party. There is little doubt that the young son was 
relieved and happy to be so welcomed, but the story leaves us 
wondering whether the elder son is able to put aside his 
resentment and arrogance and enter into the festivities.  

This parable is very clear about the unconditional love and 
forgiveness offered by God to all his children, no matter what 
their sins may have been. It challenges us to consider, when we 
are invited to come into the eternal banquet, will we accept 
God’s forgiveness and enter, or will we prefer to cling to our 
sins, pride, and selfishness and remain outside and alone? 

The story allows us to decide the ending for ourselves. Do you 
believe that the elder son ever went in to enjoy the party?

Constitution mandates a census of the population every 10 
years. The U.S. Census Bureau is legally bound not to share 
survey information collected with other governmental 
agencies.
