Bible Study

after Easter, on Thursday, April 28 and will
continue for 7 weeks on the Book of Acts
of the Apostles.

Praying with Scripture
Our prayer group will pray together on
Tuesday, March 30. This hour of prayer
time utilizes varying prayer forms each
week, including centering prayer, prayer of
remembrance, Taizé prayer and Ignatian
meditation. It is a time to meet with others in quiet and peace
away from the busyness and noise of the world. We meet in
the Blessed Sacrament Chapel at 7:30 p.m.

WONDERING WHY

As we once again enter into Holy Week, it may be helpful to
reflect on the meaning of the liturgical celebrations that
precede Easter. Today is Palm Sunday, also called Passion
Sunday. The two different names derive from the two Gospel
readings that are proclaimed today. It is the only Sunday of the
year when two different Gospel passages are read at the same
Mass. The first one recounts Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem. Jewish
tradition held that when the Messiah came, he would enter
triumphantly through the gates of Jerusalem, the most
important city for the Jews since the time of David. The
Prophet Zechariah (9:9) says: “See, your king shall come to you;
a just savior is he, meek, and riding on an ass, on a colt, the foal
of an ass.” Normally, a king would make a triumphal entry
riding on a powerful stallion, but Jesus is a king who is just and
humble. He enters the city riding on a donkey. Nevertheless,
the crowds offer Jesus a king’s welcome, waving the branches
of trees, spreading their cloaks upon the ground and throwing
flowers in his path as they called out their praises.

But the crowd welcoming this Messiah is fickle. As the second
Gospel reading shows us, within a few days the same people,
possibly disillusioned at Jesus’ refusal to accept a political role
as king of the nation, denounces him and calls for his death.
Today’s reading of the Passion of Jesus is the first of two that
will be proclaimed during Holy Week. Today we hear the
version from the Gospel of Luke which belongs to Cycle C of
the liturgical readings. On Good Friday, we will hear the story
from the perspective of the Gospel of John.

On Holy Thursday the Church will gather for a Mass that, in a
special way, commemorates the Last Supper that Jesus shared
with his disciples. All Masses remember this event, of course,
but only on Holy Thursday do we celebrate the ritual washing
of feet, an action that takes place at this final meal according to
John’s Gospel. Including this event in the context of the Last
Supper meal is meant to instruct Christians that Eucharist is
about more than simply consuming the bread and wine; it is

meant to transform the person into one who serves others,
just as Jesus did. This meal ends with a procession taking the
Blessed Sacrament out of the church to another location where
the faithful are invited to stay and remain in prayer. This is
intended to recall Jesus and his disciples going out to the
Garden of Gethsemane after their meal together and Jesus
asking the disciples to wait with him and pray. The disciples fall
asleep. Each year, we who are now Jesus’ disciples, are asked
again to wait with him and pray.

Good Friday is called “good” because it is the day we were
redeemed from sin. Sin is the source of death, and Jesus
accepts the sin of all the world for all time upon himself
through his own death, so that anyone who accepts his gift of
redemption will live forever. In this service, which is not a
Mass, we are invited to honor, or venerate, the cross as the
instrument of our salvation.

Easter begins with the Vigil of Easter after sundown on
Saturday. While the Vigil is a long liturgy, usually about three
hours, it is the highpoint of the year for Catholics. During the
many readings in the first part of the Mass, we trace salvation
history from Creation, through the Exodus and the prophets to
the proclamation of the Risen Christ. The church which is kept
in semi-darkness throughout the Old Testament readings,
brightens with light and rings with music and alleluias as the
Gloria is sung welcoming Easter. During this Mass new life is
born into the Church in those who are baptized into the death
of Christ and rise with him to a new life. This is the proper time
for adults or older children who have never been baptized to
profess their faith in Christ and be admitted to the Church.
They are dressed in white after their Baptism, confirmed with
the Sacred Chrism as the community prays that they will
experience the gifts of the Holy Spirit, and then brought to the
table where for the first time they are permitted to share in the
Eucharist with other believers in Jesus who now lives forever.
