WONDERING WHY 
Although Jesus had told his 
disciples on several occasions that 
he would suffer and die, and that 
he would rise again, they did not 
understand. The events of Jesus’ 
arrest and crucifixion were 
devastating and his disciples were 
filled with fear and despair. Most 
of the men ran away into hiding. 

The women followers of Jesus, who were less likely to be 
arrested, stood nearby and watched, but they did not 
understand either.  Their hearts were breaking with grief. 

When Mary Magdalene went to the tomb on Sunday morning, 
she expected to find a dead body.  She wanted to provide the 
last loving service that she could for Jesus, to anoint his body 
with the proper spices for burial.  John’s Gospel tells us that it 
was still dark when Mary left for the tomb. Symbolically that 
indicates that she did not yet have the light of faith. Arriving at 
the tomb, Mary is startled to find that the stone that closed the 
entrance had been rolled away. These circular stones were 
huge, weighing several hundred pounds and not easy to move.  
Mary would have had to get someone to help her open the 
tomb to get to Jesus’ body and she would have been 
concerned about that, but she found it already open. 

As she stared into the empty tomb, Mary is looking into a place 
of death.  She does not find the Lord there.  Instead, two 
angels appear inside the tomb and ask her why she is weeping. 
Remember, Mary is looking into the tomb. The two angels who 
are apparently facing her are looking the other direction. 

Although she does not yet know it, Jesus is standing behind 
Mary. The angels are looking directly at Jesus. No wonder they 
ask her why she is crying, to them her sadness makes no sense. 
They know more than she does. They are looking at the Risen 
Lord! 
Next Jesus himself speaks to Mary, and also asks her why she is 
weeping. She assumed it was the gardener and questions him 
as to whether he has moved Jesus’ body to another place. It is 
not until Jesus speaks her name that she understands who he is 
and that he is risen from the dead! 

It is interesting that Mary mistook Jesus for the gardener. The 
resurrection is the beginning of the New Creation.  The first 
creation, according to the story of Genesis, placed Adam and 
Eve, the first man and woman in a garden.   Now, at the very 
beginning of the new creation, again one man and one woman 
stand in a garden. At the very beginning of John’s Gospel, in 
the prologue, we are told that the Word (Jesus) was with God, 
and the Word was God . . . and that all things came to be 
through him and without him nothing came to be. So, that first 
garden, Eden, came to be through Jesus. It was passing, 
however, because the human creatures sinned and brought 
death into the world through their sin. Now, in this new 
garden, this new creation, Jesus stands again as a new 
beginning that brings life into the world--Mary was not so 
mistaken – he is the Gardener, the life and beauty that was lost 
to the world through that original sin is restored through him 
who was present at the creation, to the world that he came to 
save. 

Happy Easter – enjoy the Garden!
