WONDERING WHY 
Peter’s family owned a fishing 
business, and we can presume that 
they were successful, but in the 
Gospels the only time Peter ever 
catches anything is when Jesus gives 
him directions. Otherwise, his nets 
always come up empty.  

Several of the disciples are on the fishing boat in this post-
Easter story from John’s Gospel. They had fished all night and 
caught nothing. They don’t recognize Jesus when he calls to 
them from the shore, but when they follow his instructions and 
cast the net again, it is filled with fish. When Peter realizes that 
it is Jesus on the shore, he jumps into the water to come to 
him. 

Jesus has already started a charcoal fire on the beach and he 
cooks the freshly caught fish and some bread for their 
breakfast. We might wonder if the charcoal fire reminded 
Peter of that other fire that burned in the courtyard outside 
the meeting place of the Sanhedrin on Thursday night, when 
Peter had denied knowing Jesus. After breakfast, Peter might 
have been a bit apprehensive when Jesus asks to speak to him 
privately. He could well have expected to be reprimanded for 
his cowardice after all the bravado about being willing to die 

for Jesus. Jesus had every reason to be upset with Peter for his 
behavior, and Peter knew it. 

But, Jesus only asks a question, “Peter do you love me?” He 
asks it three times. Each time, Peter becomes more insistent 
that of course, he loves Jesus. With each affirmation of his 
love, Jesus gives Peter a bigger responsibility in guiding the 
future church. Nothing is said about the events before the 
crucifixion. No criticism of Peter is made by Jesus. He only asks 
for affirmation of Peter’s love. Jesus understands human 
nature. He knew that Peter had been weak, but not malicious. 
He knew the goodness of the man underneath all of his human 
faults and frailties. Peter, who had denied Jesus three times 
now states his love three times. The sin is forgiven, the 
relationship healed, and Jesus gives to Peter the mission that 
he had intended for him all along, to provide for the lambs and 
sheep of his flock. 

This story should give us peace and confidence in approaching 
our Lord no matter what the events in our lives have been. God 
has created each of us for an eternal purpose and that purpose 
is not easily lost. We never need to be afraid of God, whose 
perfect love is expressed in Jesus, because he is always ready 
to renew us and offer his love to us. All he wants from us is to 
love in return.

During the Easter season each year, we 
read from the Acts of the Apostles at 
Sunday Mass instead of a reading from the 
Old Testament. Join our Bible Study on Thursday evenings at 
7:30 to enrich your understanding of this book. Discover the 
rich history of the earliest years of Christianity and the ministry 
of Sts. Peter and Paul as they establish Christian communities 
throughout the Middle East and Europe. We will begin this six-
week study on Thursday, April 29 in the Ministry Center 
Library. Please bring your Bible and read Chapters 1 through 4 
prior to the first meeting.

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TERCER DOMINGO DE PASCUA 
Testigos de la Verdad 

La escena en la lectura de los Hechos de los Apóstoles de hoy evoca los recuerdos del 
juicio de Jesús en los Evangelios. Esto es intencional, pues el autor quiso mostrar 
claramente la relación entre lo que hizo Jesús, lo que los apóstoles están haciendo y lo 
que nosotros estamos llamados a hacer en su Nombre. Tal como Jesús dijo la verdad 
ante los tribunales sobre el mensaje de salvación, asimismo Pedro y los apóstoles 
dieron testimonio de la verdad y proclamaron sin temor la Buena Nueva de Jesucristo. 
Qué fácil hubiera sido mentir, negar a Jesús; habrían escapado con su buen nombre a 
salvo. Pero entendieron que negar a Jesús significaba perderlo todo. Se habrían 

perdido no sólo a sí mismos, sino que también hubieran perdido a toda la comunidad cristiana que estaba comenzando a 
formarse. Ellos asumieron su posición para demostrar a los demás miembros de la Iglesia de Cristo que la Buena Nueva es de 
hecho una verdad por la que vale la pena vivir –y morir. 
 

Apacienta Mis Ovejas 
San Juan en su Evangelio de hoy evoca una escena que aparece anteriormente en el Evangelio; es la escena en la que Pedro niega 
a Jesús. Jesús sale a pescar con los discípulos, tal como debió haberlo hecho muchas veces en su vida, y recogen tantos peces, que 
tal parece como si hubieran pescado todos los peces del mundo. Entonces Jesús le da a Pedro otra oportunidad, y esta vez Pedro 
no le falla. “Sí, Señor, tú sabes que te quiero” (Juan 21:15). Y Jesús le explica las consecuencias de ese amor. Para Pedro será 
encargarse de atender las ovejas, de recoger los peces. Seguir a Jesús quiere decir no sólo vivir la Buena Nueva, sino también 
difundir la palabra. Significa formar y atender comunidades, edificar y expandir la Iglesia de Dios por todo el mundo. Ésa es la 
misión de Pedro y, por nuestro bautismo, es también nuestra misión. Somos llamados a vivir y a proclamar la Buena Nueva de la 
salvación, a vivir de tal manera que contribuyamos a construir la comunidad de Cristo. Somos llamados a dar testimonio de vida 
cristiana ante el mundo.
