Bible Study

Our new Bible Study begins this week,
Thursday, April 29. We will be studying the
Acts of the Apostles in order to discover
the rich history of the first century of Christianity and the
earliest theological developments through the ministry of Sts.
Peter and Paul. We meet in the Ministry Center Library at 7:30
p.m. Please bring your Bible and read Chapters 1 through 4
prior to the first meeting.

Praying with Scripture
Our prayer group will pray together on
Tuesday April 27. This hour of prayer time
utilizes varying prayer forms each week,
including centering prayer, prayer of
remembrance, Taizé prayer and Ignatian meditation. The
prayer group will be facilitated by Sr. Breda Christopher and
Kathy Ryan. It is a time to meet with others in quiet and peace
away from the busyness and noise of the world. We meet in
the Blessed Sacrament Chapel at 7:30 p.m.

During the seven weeks of Easter the
first reading at Mass is taken from the
New Testament book of Acts of the
Apostles instead of the Old Testament
readings which are used on the other
45 Sundays of the liturgical year. It is
during this time of celebration that instead of looking back on
the history and faith that led us to Christ, we look at the history
and faith of the early church as it continues forward from the
experience of Jesus’ resurrection and ascension. The key verse
in this book is Acts 1:8 which remembers Jesus saying to his
apostles, “But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit
comes upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem,
throughout Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”
The remainder of the book goes on to tell how this teaching of
Jesus is fulfilled during the lifetime of the earliest apostles.

Acts of the Apostles is written by the same author who
composed the Gospel of Luke. We don’t know much about
him, other than that he was a Gentile, the only non-Jew whose
writings are included in the scriptures. May of the themes
introduced in Luke’s account of the life of Jesus continue in his
account of the early Church, and the reader will find a number
of parallels between Jesus’ life and the life of the early Church.
For instance in Luke’s Gospel, when Jesus is conceived, the
Holy Spirit overshadows his mother, Mary. In Acts, on
Pentecost when the Church begins its preaching, this new birth

is also initiated by the hovering of the Holy Spirit, this time
evidenced in wind and tongues of fire.

Sometimes Acts is referred to as the Gospel of the Holy Spirit
because all that happens in the story is initiated by the action
of the Spirit. The Holy Spirit is mentioned more often in the
Book of Acts than in all the rest of the scriptures combined.
Other themes that continue from Luke’s Gospel are the ability
of the Apostles to continue the healing and forgiving ministry
of Jesus, the obligation to care for the poor and marginalized,
the importance of Eucharist, the equality of all members of the
Church, and the message of the Gospel being given to the
Gentiles as well as the Jews.

As Acts 1:8 promises, the apostles of Jesus are witnesses to his
teaching and his resurrection first in Jerusalem, then as
persecutions begin throughout Judea, into Samaria,
throughout the Mediterranean regions and finally to what this
ancient world believed to be the “ends of the earth” — Rome,
the center of the Roman Empire. Today, we know that the
world extends beyond Rome, to Orange, Nome, Bangkok,
Sydney, Johannesburg, Nairobi and many, many more that
these first century Christians could never have imagined — and
yet, the promise of Jesus holds true, and WE are his witnesses
in this generation — to the ends of the earth!

We will be studying the Acts of the Apostles at St. Norbert’s for
six weeks beginning April 28. Please join us and learn more
about this fascinating history of the early Church.
