Bible Study

considering some of the first developments of
Christian practice and the conflicts around them which are
illustrated in chapters 9 — 12. We meet in the Ministry Center
Library at 7:30 p.m. Please bring your Bible and read these
chapters prior to the meeting.

Praying with Scripture

quiet and peace away from the busyness and noise of the
world.

WONDERING WHY

The fifteenth chapter of Acts, some of which is included in today’s
first reading, describes a serious conflict in the early Church.
During the first 35 — 40 years after Jesus’ Resurrection, his
disciples still considered themselves to be Jews, Messianic Jews, a
sect that believed that the Messiah had come in the person of
Jesus of Nazareth. These Christians, including the Apostles, still
prayed in the synagogues, celebrated the Jewish holidays, and
kept the Jewish laws. They saw themselves as a specific group
within Judaism, such as the Pharisees and Sadducees were, but
still very much Jewish. It was not a new religion they professed,
but rather the fulfillment of the religion their ancestors had
known and believed for centuries.

But, the good news of Jesus did not stay isolated in the Jewish
community. St. Paul and others began traveling in Syria, Asia
Minor and Greece and many Gentile pagans converted to belief in
Jesus. This presented some problems, as the Jewish traditions and
laws were not a part of the background of these non-Jewish
converts. Some began to question if adherence to the Jewish laws
was a necessary part of becoming a follower of Jesus. Especially
difficult for these converts to accept was the requirement that all
Jewish males be circumcised. As the Gentile pagans did not
practice circumcision of infants, and most converts were well into
adulthood, this presented an obstacle. Not only was the
procedure very painful, but in the days before antiseptics it could
result in serious infection and death. Also cumbersome were the
complicated dietary laws of the Jews which forbid eating any pork
products, shellfish, and other foods which were common among
the Gentiles.

St. Paul felt that converts to the Christian faith who were not born
Jews should not have to accept the burden of the Jewish law. In
many of his letters, he teaches that the law does not save anyone,
salvation comes through the death and resurrection of Jesus. Paul
was not opposed to the laws for those born into Judaism, but saw
little reason to impose them on people of other traditions as the
church grew past its original Jewish roots.

Others, including the Apostles still in Jerusalem, Sts. Peter, James

and John felt differently about it. They were not very comfortable
with abandoning the laws. The law had been part of their
religious tradition and even Jesus had obeyed it (most of the
time). These disciples were not convinced that it was acceptable
to allow exceptions to the law which had been handed down from
God to Moses and interpreted by the learned rabbis for over a
millennium. To resolve this conflict, the leaders of the church,
including St. Paul, met in Jerusalem in 49 A.D. Some people refer
to this meeting as the First Council of the Church, although that is
a reflection of later history and the participants did not think of it
as such. We can be sure that this meeting included some heated
discussions and tensions. Both sides felt strongly about their
position and both were sincere in wanting to do the right thing.

Eventually, a compromise was reached. According to today’s
passage in Acts, the leadership of the Church decided not to
require circumcision of Gentile converts, to ease the dietary
requirements only to the restriction of consumption of meat from
an animal that had been killed by unapproved methods, and to
forbid unlawful marriages, which would have included polygamy
and marriage between close relatives. In some of St. Paul’s
letters, it appears that the only laws that were retained were
those forbidding the irregular marriages, as he does not write of
the food restrictions in the same way as the author of Acts relates
them.

This early conflict set an example for the Church. Throughout
history new questions and challenges would arise and well
meaning people in the church would hold different opinions
about them. When the questions are serious enough, the Church
gathers together in a council to resolve the issues. In the two
thousand year history of the church there have been 21 such
ecumenical councils, gatherings where the leadership (the
bishops) come together to resolve difficulties. It is our belief that
the Holy Spirit was present and working at the gathering in
Jerusalem in 49 AD, and continues to guide the Church whenever
it gathers to discern the will of God.
