During our RCIA session on May 19 
Patricia Juneau will review the Gifts of 
the Holy Spirit that each of our 
Neophytes received at their 
Confirmation. This is the final formal 
session for those who were received 

into the Church at Easter. Please keep them in your prayers as 
they continue to become active in the ministries of our parish. 

Inquiry sessions will continue weekly. Our next Rite of 
Welcome for Inquirers is planned for June 27, after which 
catechetical sessions will resume. 
 

We invite anyone interested to come to our weekly Inquiry 
sessions to ask questions about the Catholic Church, or to 
explore the possibility of becoming a Catholic. We meet in the 
Library of the Ministry Center on Wednesday evenings at 7:30. 

WONDERING WHY 
The same author wrote the Gospel 
according to Luke and the Acts of the 
Apostles. The two books are actually two 
volumes of a continuing story. The first 
volume tells the story of Jesus’ life and 
ministry and the second tells the story of 
the life and ministry of the Church. The 

link between the two volumes is the Ascension of the Lord into 
Heaven. Luke ends the Gospel account with a brief mention of 
Jesus with his disciples in Bethany and being taken up into 
heaven as he is blessing them. Acts begins with a more detailed 
account of the same scene, and in this account Jesus not only 
blesses his disciples but commissions them to continue his 
message and his ministry. The central theme of the Book of 
Acts is contained in the instructions that Jesus gives to his 
disciples in Luke 1:8, “But you will receive power when the 
Holy Spirit comes upon you, and you will be my witnesses in 
Jerusalem throughout Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of 
the earth.” The disciples are commissioned by Jesus to bring his 
word to all the earth, and they will have the ability to do that 
through the power of the Holy Spirit. 

The Holy Spirit plays a major role in the book of Acts. All action 
is determined and directed by the Spirit who leads the mission 
of the church. It is our belief as Catholics, that the Holy Spirit 
continues to lead and direct his church in fulfilling the message 
and ministry of Jesus, and will continue to do so until Christ 
comes again. That, obviously does not imply that individuals 
within the Church do not or have not ever made errors. 
Certainly errors and even grave sin have occurred within the 
church, but that is the result of not following the direction of 
the Holy Spirit. The promise given to us is not that the church 
will be perfect, but that the Spirit will continue to be present 
and to lead us, so that if we follow the will of God, we will 
always be led to truth and righteousness. Human beings 

sometimes fail, but God never fails. 

Sometimes we might think that it would be better or easier if 
Jesus had not ascended into heaven, but stayed on earth to 
teach and minister to us. While most of us would certainly like 
to have a few minutes personally with Jesus as intimately as his 
disciples did, we must recognize the limitations that would 
create. Jesus, as a man, could only be in one place at a time, 
doing one thing at a time, like all human beings. If Jesus were 
still on the earth in that physical sense, the chances of actually 
meeting him would be very, very small. But, in sending the 
Holy Spirit to us, God is with us in all places, at all times. Every 
individual on earth has the possibility of being in intimate 
contact with God at any moment. All we have to do is desire it, 
and God is there. In fact, it is God who places that desire within 
us before we even are aware of it. 

It is the Holy Spirit who connects us together. It is the Spirit 
who generates love between people. It is the Spirit who heals 
and reconciles us with one another and with God. It is the Spirit 
who inspires an office worker in California to sponsor a child 
living in poverty in South America, or a doctor in Michigan to 
give a month of his time and skill to Doctors without Borders 
serving those without access to medical care. It is the Spirit 
who helps us to realize that people in our own neighborhood 
or parish may be in need of clothing, food or other items which 
we have in abundance, or to notice that an elderly neighbor 
needs help with yard work, or a young mother could use a 
babysitter to have a couple hours free just for herself. The 
Spirit of God, who is in all places at all times, hears the cries of 
those in need and opens our ears to hear them too, and gives 
us the courage and confidence to respond. Because the Holy 
Spirit lives in each of us, we are continually in contact with 
Jesus and as his church continue to be his Living Body upon the 
Earth, fulfilling the ministry he began and commissioned each 
of us to continue in his name.

¿A Dónde Vamos? 

Sólo han pasado cuarenta días desde que los discípulos miraban asombrados la tumba 
vacía.
