Un buen amigo suyo contd mas tarde sobre la
tranquilidad y hasta la alegria de Bonhoeffer mientras esperaba su muerte. Al igual que Jesus y que Jeremias, él se atrevié a
proclamar la verdad frente a la oposicién. Al igual que a Jesus y a Jeremias, esto le costo la vida. Y, como sucedié con Jesus y
Jeremias, su influencia ha sido mucho mayor después de su muerte que cuando estaba vivo.

Asi es que, atrevdmonos a vivir un poco mas peligrosamente confiando en que, al igual que a Jeremias, Dios nos asegura su apoyo.
“Este dia hago de ti una fortaleza, un pilar de hierro y una muralla de bronce” (Jeremias 1:18). O tal vez, como el salmista,

esperaremos en Dios sin cesar y anunciaremos sus maravillas.

San Pablo nos recuerda que las Unicas tres cosas que de veras importan son la fe, la esperanza y el amor. Y la mayor de esas tres
empujoé a Jesus, a Jeremias y a Dietrich Bonhoeffer al borde del barranco. Si nos atrevemos a seguir el ejemplo que ellos nos han
dejado, tal vez no tenga mucha importancia la manera en que lleguemos a bajar del barranco.
