SIXTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
Choose Life! 

In the verses before today’s Gospel, Jesus has just chosen his twelve apostles and is coming 
down the mountain with them. Accompanying them is a large crowd. The people are all 
jostling to get close to Jesus because they have heard of his miraculous powers. Some have 
already been cured of unclean spirits and diseases and the rest want to touch him and be 
healed. Never has there been a more captive audience. It is the perfect setting for one of 
Jesus’ most often-quoted and charismatic sermons. 
 

The Great Discourse 
Imagine the comfort and affirmation felt by the crowd when Jesus tells them that they will be blessed in their weakness, their 
hungers, and their tears. Imagine the surge of courage that courses through them when he tells them that to be hated, ostracized, 
and insulted in his name will be honorable, a blessing, and a reason to rejoice. 

If we can place ourselves on that plain at midday, part of the large crowd surrounding Jesus and the apostles, we may feel some of 
the excitement and anticipation that they must have felt. Imagine reaching out your hand to touch his cloak. Look into his eyes 
and sense his energy and his compassion. Hear him speak the words that you know by heart, for the first time. 

Like the apostles and the crowd on the plain, we are also commissioned in the Beatitudes to choose life. By our baptism, we are 
given the choice of being that tree whose “leaves stay green” and that “fears not the heat when it comes,” for the heat will surely 
come if we choose this path. If we “[delight] in the law of the LORD” (Psalm 1:2), we will be able to withstand life’s dry spells and 
still remain fruitful, and our fruits will be savored long after we have “fallen asleep in Christ” (1 Corinthians 15:18).

Fasting and Abstinence 
for Catholics in the U.S. 

During Lent, Catholics in the United States 
abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday 
and on all the Fridays of Lent. They fast 
on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  

To abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays of 
Lent means to not eat meat on those days. It does not intend 
the omission of eggs or dairy products.  

The required fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday involves 
eating only one full meal on those days. One or two smaller 
meals may be taken on those days, but may not total one full 
meal. The required fast does not allow eating anything 
between meals.  

"All Catholics who have completed their fourteenth year are 
bound by the law of abstinence; all adults are bound by the 
law of fast up to the beginning of their sixtieth year.   

Nevertheless, pastors and parents are to see to it that minors 
who are not bound by the law of fast and abstinence are 
educated in an authentic sense of penance."

WONDERING WHY 
Liturgically, this Sunday is the 6th Sunday in Ordinary Time, but if 
asked, almost anyone in our congregation would say that today is 
St. Valentine’s Day. So, what happened to St. Valentine, and why 
isn’t the priest wearing red? No, not for Valentine hearts, but 
because St. Valentine was a martyr and red is worn on the 
memorials of martyrs. 

First, Sundays outrank memorials or feasts of most saints. Some 
exceptions to this are certain Solemnities of Mary, of Sts. Peter 
and Paul and All Saints Day. Mostly, however, the Masses of 
memorials for particular saints are celebrated on weekdays; and 
the prayers and readings for Sunday are used, rather than those of 
the saint, if the memorial  day falls on our primary day of worship, 
Sunday. 

Secondly, it is a bit unclear as to who St. Valentine actually was. A 
tomb was discovered in the Roman catacombs bearing his name, 
and it is believed that he was a Bishop, but little is known about 
him. Some legends exist about Bishop Valentine being arrested for 
illegally witnessing Christian marriages, and that he miraculously 
restored sight to his jailor’s daughter to whom he later sent a 
letter signed Your Valentine. Sweet as that may be, there is little 
evidence to support it. In fact, the church has found evidence of at 
least two Bishops in the 2nd or 3rd centuries with the name 
Valentine, both martyrs, and it is uncertain which of them Pope 
Gelasius had in mind when he decreed February 14, St. Valentine’s 
Day in the year 496 AD. 

The feast day of whichever Bishop Valentine it happened to be 
became associated with themes of love and romance because of a 
much more ancient Roman festival, Lupercalia which can be traced 
back to the 5th century before Christ. In ancient times it was 
believed that birds began their spring mating in mid-February and 
this supplied the date for a festival of a pagan Roman god of 
fertility, perhaps called Lupercanus, which was celebrated with 
much revelry and behaviors that later Christians would find 

unacceptable. So, as was often the case in Christian history, the 
pagan festival was tamed down, and “converted” into a Christian 
celebration, the feast of the martyr St. Valentine. St. Valentine’s 
Day, though, never lost its undertones of romance, love and 
playfulness.  

Following Vatican II, in an effort to reform the liturgical calendar 
and eliminate feast days for saints who might have been only 
legends, St. Valentine was removed from the official calendar and 
Sts. Cyril and Methodius, who shared that date with him remained 
on the calendar. Sts. Cyril and Methodius were actual historical 
persons, brothers who both became first priests, then bishops, 
and were fundamental in missionary work and the conversion of 
the Slavic peoples to Christianity in the 9th century. St. Cyril 
created a written language for the Slavs with a new alphabet 
which still bears his name – the Cyrillic alphabet. With this he 
translated the entire Bible and the works of the Church Fathers 
into Slavonic which could be understood by the people of these 
lands. These brothers are celebrated on February 14, because that 
was the date in the year 869 that Cyril made his final monastic 
vows. What does that have to do with romantic love? Nothing 
much – but neither did the life of St. Valentine, also a bishop and 
an early martyr. In both cases, the saints days just happened to 
coincide with an ancient Roman festival that has never quite faded 
away. And perhaps it is good that it has remained, because as 
another saint, Paul of Tarsus, 
reminded us just two weeks 
ago – the greatest spiritual gift 
is LOVE.   

Still confused about what day it 
really is? Well, have a very 
happy 6th Sunday of Ordinary 
Time, and don’t forget to give 
everyone you care about a Sts. 
Cyril and Methodius card.
