As Lent begins, our topic this Wednesday, 
February 17 will be temptation and sin. Next 
week, the Elect and Recognized will begin 
their reflections to prepare for the Scrutiny 
celebrations. 

Have you been thinking about becoming Catholic? We 
welcome new people who are interested in the Church to 
come and meet us. The inquiry sessions are informal 
conversations to give people a chance to discuss their 
impressions of the Church and ask questions about our faith. 
Please come to the Ministry Center Library at 7:30 on any 
Wednesday evening. 

WONDERING WHY 
Once again, Lent begins, and the atmosphere of our liturgical 
celebration changes. Lent, which comes from the Anglo Saxon 
word Lenctentide, means the time of year when the days are 
lengthening, or the time when we begin to experience more 
light. In what ways can this Lent be a time of experiencing 
more light in each of our lives? 

To determine that, we might first need to confront the 
darkness in our lives. Today’s Gospel talks about the 
temptations that Jesus faced shortly after his baptism and the 
beginning of his mission. As God calls us to mission, to effect 
changes in our lives, we too might be faced with temptations. 
While the temptations of Jesus are told in symbolic fashion, 
they each point to fundamental human tendencies that can 
lead us away from God. 

Jesus is tempted to turn stones into bread. The real temptation 
here is to use his abilities and powers for self-satisfaction. Later 
in the Gospel, Jesus will show his power to change bread by 
feeding a multitude of people with just a few loaves of bread. 
At that time, his focus will be on what others need. Later, he 
will turn bread into his own body to satisfy the spiritual hunger 
of everyone who comes to him. The temptation in the desert is 
to use his ability only for his own need. Jesus refuses to give in 
to this. In what ways in our own lives do we misuse the talents 
God has given us only to satisfy ourselves?  During this Lent, 
how can we challenge ourselves to use our gifts in the service 
of others? 

The second temptation of Jesus is to gain control of all the 

nations of the world by worshiping the devil. This is a 
temptation about power. It is based on lies. Satan does not 
have the world as his own property to give away, all of creation 
already belongs to God, and Jesus is already King. During Lent, 
we might reflect on our own striving after power. Do we 
compromise our values in order to succeed in business? Do we 
lie or cheat to gain an advantage over someone else? Do we 
choose deceit and evil in order to avoid the difficulties that we 
might have to face in being truthful?    

The third temptation of Jesus is to jump off the high point of 
the temple and allow the angels to catch him. Most of us 
would not find that very tempting, but again it is symbolic. Do 
we take unnecessary risks in order to get attention or fame? 
Do we engage in irresponsible behavior for the thrill it might 
provide? Do we fail to use good judgment and just expect God 
will save us from the consequences of our own foolishness? 

At the end of the temptation stories, Luke tells us that the devil 
finished every temptation and then he departed from him for a 
time. Not forever. The devil will be back when there is another 
opportunity. We must always be on guard against our own 
personal temptations, as just when we think we’ve overcome 
them, they come back again. 

But, Lent is a time of looking toward increasing light. As the 
light increases, the darkness decreases. This Lent, let us look 
closely into our own hearts and allow that light to shine into 
the places that we have been keeping in the darkness.

Fr. Ken Deasy of the Archdiocese of Los Angeles will be coming 
to St. Norbert Parish to present a Lenten Mission on March 15, 
16 and 17. His mission themes will be: 
 Monday:  FAITH - How a pie in the sky is more real than 
  you think! 
 Tuesday:  Gift or Threat? 
 Wednesday:  Can we handle the Truth? 

For these days, we will experience Faith as a motivating, 
empowering and real thrust of life, healing and consolation in 
these present times. Living our Truth is oftentimes 
uncomfortable. But, we're on a journey with totally different, 
unique and wonderful perspectives. Do we dare miss out 
another day wherein the Lord is trying to engage us with life, 
love, success, happiness, meaning, purpose, healing, freedom, 
peace?   
We will have both morning sessions following the 8:30 Mass, 
and evening sessions at 7:30 p.m. Both will be followed by a 
time for refreshments and fellowship.
